From the beginning his
determination to win wos clearly apparent
and victories were not long in coming. “1 was
ten when | had my first compefitive race. If
wos af Shenningfon, Edge Hill Banbury.
There we were, with our one-wheel drive

2 Fastakart with a JLO engine, and | thought:
Right, I'm gaing to win my first race.”
Unfortunately, he didn't manage to win the
race. He didn't even finish it—the engine
fell off the cart! Things got better, however,
and soon Nigel was representing his country
in carfing, and managed to advance through
the ranks and up to the higher grade of caris
without too much frouble. Never one to tread
water, Nigel soon began to think about
moving up fo Formula Ford, which he
managed to do in 1976.

“That first single-seater car I had was o Hawke
DL 11. I started with a race of Maflory Park,"
he recalls. This fime round, his first outing in 0
new category was a little more successhul.
“Our firstrace and we had a win. | wos very
pleased. No, | was defighted. In ol | had nine
races fhat year and | won six of them. | wasn't
geffing carried away, but | feft I'd shown up
prefiy well” Even now, his ambifions weren't
safisfied. “ That car gave me o fairly good first
year in Formula Ford. | knew then that | could
win races and that, in turn, made me even
mare ambitious. | wanted fo go on from there,
to better cars, beffer compefition. If was never
a game fo me: | was determined | was going
to be a professional racing driver. It would
mean even more hardship, more scraping

for mney and sponsors, but we wouldnt

be put off"

Nigel Mansell - A Brief History

In 1977, however, Nigel suffered a serious
sethack when he broke his neck in two places,
and could easily have been paralyzed or
killed. This did not defer him, however, and
after his layoff, he rejoined to the Formula
Ford season with renewed enthusiasm. “ 1 was
feeling good. | was glad fo be back racing and
| was driving well." The lust roce was af
Silverstone, and Mansell needed to get pole,
the fostest lap and win the race fo get the
Formula Ford Championship. He managed

all three.

Still his ambitions drove him on, and he
reasoned that having won the Formula Ford
Championship, then the nexi siep was
Formula Three. This proved fo be an uphill
struggle, with both Nigel and his wife Rosanne
bath working long hours o raise money to
allow Nigel the time to hunt for sponsors. This

proved fo be o fruitless search. Nige! fakes up
the story. “We were fold at the beginning of
the 1978 season that if we weren't prepared
fo back ourselves, there was no regson why o
sponsor should. That fired me up o the point
where | was ready fo do anything fo raise the
money. When you are in that sort of sifuation,
you are liable fo do something prefiy extreme,
and that is precisely what we did. We sold our
aparfment.” This was one risk, however, that 3
did not pay off. Mansell raised enough to pay
for his first races with a factory March drive,
having been assured that sponsarship was
likely o follow very soon. Sponsorship did not
materialize, ond after five races, Mansell's own
money ran out. “In afl, those five races must
have cost us thousands. We were left with
nothing— no car, no house, no money. i
wasn't a case of considering packing it in.

We had packed it in! We simply couldn’t

race any more."

Then, Mansell learned that David Price’s
Formula Three team, sponsored by Unipart,
was looking for o second driver for the 1979
season. “| made o couple of visits fo David's
business at Twickenhom, ond | must have
convinced him that | was warth a fry becouse
| got the drive.” This meant that for the first
fime, Mansell wos on o modest woge os o
driver. An unspectacular season followed,
with Mansell managing only one win, but by
now Colin Chapman was taking an interest in
the young ambifious driver, and even though
Mansell suffered another setback when he
was injured af Oulton Park, he was offered

a test drive with Lotus. Mansell was sfill
suffering from his injuries, but he wasn't
going 1o let anything get in his way. He was
soon phoning his specialist fo get sorfed out.
"I was going to have my first drive in a
Formula One car the following week. I'd got
to go. Nothing was going fo stop me. He gave
me a load of painkillers and off | went."

Monsell proved himself, and in 1980 he was
working s a fest driver for Lotus. Following
some impressive runs, including the fastest
fime ever for o Lotus of Silverstone, Chapman
offered Mansell the chance of a Grand Prix
run ot Austria. This wos what all the hard
work Mansell and his wife hod put in had
been for.

“ (olin Chapman was satisfied that | was
ready and | certainly believed | was. What
had happened in Formula Three didn’t
matter any move. | was going fo get my
chance in Formula One. That was all that
concerned me.” For the next four years
Mansell drove for Lotus with varying degrees
of success. Lotus was not the power it hod
been, however, and the best Mansell was fo
achieve over this period were a number of
third places, and a one Pole Posifion.

In 1985 he joined the Williams team ond
over the next four years Grand Prix racing
began to realize his potential os a fruly

excifing and superb racer in the dassic
tradifion— the 1987 victory af Silverstone
being one of the most exciting races of
modern fimes. In both 1986 and 1987, he
came second in the World Chompionship; the
bad luck that has occosionally douded his
progress first coming fo prominence with the
spectacular tire burst in Australia, os he was
cruising 1o the Chompionship fitle.

In 1989 Nigeljoined Ferrari and despite a
non-compefitive car, he gained the
admiration of Italian race fans, becoming
The Lion" after a series of dramatic and
determined races. But Nigel had his sights
set on the Chompionship, and in 1991, he
rejoined a rejuvenated Williom's team and
lounched himself info a tremendous tussle
with the dominant McClaren team. Once
ogain, bod luck and the now infomous ‘wheel
nut" episode ended his chances and he was
second in the Championship for the third
time. In 1992, despite all the many setbacks

and hardships along the way, Nigel has
produced one of the ‘all fime great” series of
driving performances, winning the first five
races, and being the first driver ever o win
nine Grand Prix in one season. Of course, he
also secured the championship, and Britains
first for sixteen years, with five races of the
5eason remaining.

Nigel Mansell is truly o sporting hero and
one of the most well-known and popular
personalifies Britain has produced for years.
His achievement, founded on a will fo win
and a level of couroge and skill, hard to
comprehend, is thoroughly deserved.
Whatever the future holds, 1992 will
abways be Nigel's year.

Race Car
Modifications

This will allow you to configure
your vehicle to suita particular
race. Should you wish to get
straighttotherace, highlight
race, press the AButton.

The player has the option to set
up the car tosuit the weather
and track conditions. Use the

O Tires

The choice hereis between Hard
which isthedefault, Soft, and
Wet tires. There are two param-
etersrelatingtothetires, namely
rateof wearand grip. Fast
cornering and running offthe
track increases the rate of tire
wear; hardertires wear more
slowly. The tires can wearout
entirely, of course, forcing the
playerscartoretirefromthe
race, andin thisinstance, the
driver will obviously fail towin
any points. The player hasthe
optiontochangethetiresany
numberoftimesin the pits, but

entering the pits obviously
resultsina time penalty. Soft
tiresimprovethecar'sgripand
soimprove cornering, but
require changing sooner.Ina
normal race the playerwill only
need tochange hard tires once;

Ifthe track
has rainon i, then wet tires will
need to be used.

® Aerofoil

For Aerofoils, the choiceis

between High, the default Mid,
and Shallow. Setting the aero-

foil to High will improve the
car’scornering capabilityina
stmilar mannertosofttires;
however, in this position the
aerofoil will increase the car
drag and thus, reducethe
acceleration. Setting the aerofoil
to Low will resultin the car

Here the player must select from
Low, Medium (whichisthe
default), and High.
