Howewvar, soon after the
rebailion was crushed, Dong Zhuo turned traitor and
teok controd of the capital, Lising his army as a weapon
against the people, Dong Zhuo ruled ruthlessly trom
Loyang: Cao Cao joined with Liu Bel and his brothers
to rid the palace of the neaw tyrant.

However, the: coalition met stilf resistance from Lu Bu,
tha maghtiest warrior of tha warring states period. Dong
Zhiro had convinced Lu Bu to-join his army with the: gift
of The Hare, a red-maned horse that ran like the wind.

Thereafter Cao Cao vowed o win his revenge over
both Lu Bu-and Liu Bei, His advisor Xun Yu devised
Teio . schemes lo destroy them both, The first- schams
wag the Rival Tigers Ruse; provoke the two “tigers® 10
fight, and the death of one would result. Cao Cao, who
had gained the emperors trust, offered Lio Bei the offi-
clal position of Govarnor of. Xu on condition that Lu Bu
b cxpaiied from the provincs farasar, Bul Lio Bai saw
through the scheme, and neither tiger in Xo made a

The second acheme was the Tiger-Wolf Trick: distract
the waolf (Liu Bei} to give the tiger (Lu Bu) the opportu-
nity 1o e traitor.

Bu. Although he sensed a trap, Lio Bei-followed the
order because it held the Emperors Seal.

Zhuo, In the strugghe, he gained firm contral of north-
eastem teriony. Cao Cags was anxious to spread his
power eastward, but Yuan Shao's domain stood in his
path. It was inevitable that Yuan Shao and Cao Cad
would meat on the battleflalid.

Meating at Kuantu, the two armies held out in.a stale-
mate for two months, after which Yuan Shao’s troops
could survive no longer. Cao Cao took advantage of
thair weakness and launched a surprise attack, defeat-
ing Yuan Shao with easa.

Liv Bei was Iricked by Cag Cao during the stalemate.

While in éxile, Liu Bei sought out Zhuge Liang, also
known as the Hidden Dragon. Liu Bei was tumad away
twice before he was finally allowead to meat the scholar,
©On his third visit, Zhuge Liang was impressed by Liu
Bei's sincerity and accepted his humble reguest 1o
becama his advisor.

Zhuge Liang first advised Liu Bei to ally with Sun Cuian
against Cag Cao. Liu Bel followed his adwvice, yel the
allied forces only numbarad 30,000, while Gao Cao
was threatening to cross the Yangtze Fiver with a nawy
of 800,000, Faced with such odds, Zhuge Liang came
togather with Zhou Yo, Sun Cuan's advisor, to dasign a
Brilliant plan,

Together they realized that a well-placed fire could
wipe oul Cao Cao with ease. Yel, £Zhou Yu wamed that
Cao Cao was probably guarding against such an obwvi-

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ous plan. A young general was planted among the
allieg 1o suggest the fire attack against Gao Cao's flaet,
To averd suspicion, the general was publicly whipped
and condemned for bad tactics: Two spias who wit-
nessed the account returned to assure Caa Cao his
fhzat was sale from fira.

Meanwhile Pang Tang, an allled spy, advised Cao Cao
to link his ships together with iron chains for easier
navigation of the rver. Unaware that Pang Tong was
an anemy, Cao Cao linked his ships, When he allies
senl a Haming vessel inlo Caoc Cao’s chain-linked
ships, the entfire flaet caught fire, The Yangtze River
was veiled in 8 red wall of flame on that fateful day,
and Cao Cao barely escapad with his life. This battla is
ramemberad as the Battle at Red Wal,

Can Cao was devastated after his defeat; but his amibi-
tion to rale China was renewed. From his home
province, he immadiately rebuilt his military and
ranawed his assaull of surmounding fands, Eventually
his tarritory encompassad two-thirds of all provinces of
China. To let his success be known, Gao Cao named
himself "Duke of Wei.*

But Zhang Feiwas a cruel commander, and before ha
reached the front, his soldiers betrayad him, taking his
life as ha slapt.

When
he passed away, £Zhuge Liang assumed powar in Shu.,
Zhuge sensed that the end of the Three Kingdoms
paricd was imminent, and sent forces inlo the north.

However, in the struggle to reach the capital city,
ihug.a Liang succumbed to the great Wai genaral
Slrma Y.
